The Award recognises Gold, Silver and Bronze winners in all three categories:  

• local authorities with less than 50 000 inhabitants  

• local authorities with more than 50 000 inhabitants 

• specific award for local authorities enabling safe towns, cities and regions for 

women in all their diversity, by addressing violence against women 

 

The first prize winners will be named ‘European Capitals of Inclusion and Diversity’ for 

one year.  

 

About the #DiversityCapitals Competition 

 

The Award recognises the work done by cities, towns, or regions in the European Union 

to promote inclusion and create discrimination-free societies.  

 

The competition is a chance for local authorities to showcase policies and initiatives that 

create more diverse and inclusive spaces for their citizens.  

 

It covers diversity and inclusion initiatives that tackle all discrimination grounds (sex, 

racial or ethnic origin, religion or belief, disability, age, or sexual orientation) and 

intersectionality, the interconnected relationship of different forms of social 

categorisation.
